The SC/ST/OBC candidates who apply against unreserved (UR) vacancies will not be eligible
for age relaxation.

. A candidate seeking appointment on the basis of reservation to OBCs must ensure that he / she
possesses the caste/ community certificate and does not fall in creamy layer on the crucial date
i.e., as 19-06-2026 on last date of submission of online application. OBC candidate's eligibility
shall be based on Castes borne in the Central List of Govt. of India.

Those Persons with Benchmark
Disabilities (PwBD) who have availed the relaxation will have to submit Certificate of
Disability issued by the Competent Authority as per the form V, VI and VII of rule
18(1) under chapter 7 of Rights of Persons with Disabilities Rules, 2017 dated
15.06.2017. The existing certificates of disability issued under the Persons with
Disabilities Act 1995 (since repealed) shall continue to be valid for the period specified
therein. In any case, the appointment of these candidates will be subject to their being
found medically fit in accordance with the standards of medical fitness as prescribed by
the Government for each individual Group C posts to be filled by Direct Recruitment
by Selection.

entitlement by documentary evidence from the competent authority that he would
complete specified term of engagement from the Armed Forces within the stipulated
period of one year from the closing date for receipt of applications.
